Q Wuld you state your full nanme and
spell your |ast nane for the record?

A.  Zachary Konstas, K-ONS-T-A-S.

Q I'magoing to ask you to do one thing.
Can you nove that m crophone a little closer to
you and maybe you can nove a |little closer to
t? Ckay?

A Got it.

Q Gkay. Thank you

MR. MCGETTI GAN:  Ckay. May | now,
Your Honor ?

Q GCay. And I'mgoing to ask you about

Q Ckay. A couple sisters?

A Yes.

Q GCkay. Can you just nove a little
closer? Can you speak up just a little bit?
There we go. Are you nervous?

A Alittle bit.

Q Ckay. Now, did you at that tine know
t he defendant, Jerry Sandusky, back in 19987

A Yes.

Q GCkay. Can you tell the |adies and
gentl emen of the jury how you nmet him if you
remenber ?

A | met himat a Second MIle picnic at
Spring Creek Park, a |ocal park.

Q Okay. A picnic?

A Yes.

Q Ckay. Now, did you ever go to a
Second Mle canp or any of that stuff?

A.  Never been to a canp, but | was at

Q Ckay. And do you recall exactly how
you nmet the defendant at this picnic?

A " m sorry?

Q Do you renenber how you net the
defendant at this picnic? D d you introduce
yourself? Did he introduce hinself or sone
ot her way?

A. | believe | nade ny way up to him
after sonme of the activities were done and |
had -- | went up to himand | think I
I ntroduced nyself to him because | was really
excited to nmeet him

Q Wiy were you excited to neet hin?

A.  Because | kind of grew up in a Penn
State fan house. M sister went to college
there and |'ve been follow ng the football
program and he was a part of the start of The
Second Mle and that's -- anything to do with
Penn State, | just wanted to be a part of it.

Q Okay. Well, in the early part of
1998, you were 11. You were a football fan
t hen?

A. | was a huge football fan then.

Q Ckay. And after you net the defendant
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at that picnic, did you see himagai n?

A Yes.

Q Ckay. How soon after that, if you
remenber, was it that you nmet hi m again?

A. | don't recall sone of the activities
after that. | just renenber when we went to
wor k out .

Q Ckay. GCkay. And incidentally, M.
Konst as, what do you do now? Are you in school
now or out of school ?

A I'm-- just ended, graduated school
and that .

Q Wat kind of school ?

A.  Bible college.

Q And is that your career plan?

A. That's got a lot to do with it.

Q Ckay. Back in 1998, after you net the
defendant at this picnic, did you ever have
occasion around that tinme, in the early part of
1998, in May, to be alone with the defendant?

A |"msorry. Say that one nore tine.

Q Were you ever alone with the defendant
back in May of 1998?

A Yes.

Q Ckay. And where was the first tine
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you renenber being alone with hin? Ws it in a
house, a car, anypl ace el se?

A. | believe it was when he cane to pick
me up in his car.

Q Ckay. And do you know how he cane to
pick you up? D d he speak with you, your
not her, or just drop by? Tell us how that
happened.

A. | believe he invited ne to work out at
one of the Penn State facilities and confirned
It wth ny nom and she allowed that to happen
and he cane to pick nme up.

Q Ckay. Now, you said he confirned that
with your nom Was your dad -- was your father
living in the honme at the tine?

A.  No, he was not.

Q Ckay. And were you excited to go to
the Penn State facility and work out?

A Yes.

Q Ckay. Had you ever worked out before?

A. Not -- not |like how we work out.

Q Ckay. So would you tell the | adies
and gentl emen of the jury what happened when
t he defendant cane to pick you up and what you
di d?
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A | was really excited that day to go
see Jerry, to work out at the building and just
enj oy the day, the events. He cane, knocked on
the door. | was all ready to go in ny workout
clothes, just like a pair of shorts and a T-
shirt, and himand ny nother tal ked for a few
m nutes, just how the programwas doi ng at Penn
State, the team And after that conversation
was over we wal ked to his car, which was right
outside, got in his car, put seatbelts on, and
| was sitting in the passenger seat. He
reached over and put his hand, |ike, right next
to ny knee, |leg, knee, on the top part, and |
remenber just feeling that it was a little bit
odd, and | kind of pulled it away just a little
bit towards the passenger door. And | believe
that it just renmained on there, so | just kind
of rolled with it.

| don't renenber what happened in the
car. W just kind of made small talk. Got to
the building next to Holuba Hall. W entered.
He was showi ng ne sone of the players
equipnent. | believe he let ne try on sone of
t he hel mets and shoul der pads, maybe Curtis

Enis or sone of the notable players that |
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knew. | renmenber they were huge for ne, a | ot
of wiggle roomw th the shoul der pads. | could
nove ny head and the helnmet would just float
around. Then we noved on to the coaches’
| ocker room He showed ne the offensive
coordinator's. He showed ne his, JoPa's. |
was really excited to see his. He gave ne a
pair of his socks. | was thrilled with that.
He gave ne a little bit nore of a tour, and
then it was time to start sone of the
activities.

Q Now, M. Konstas, let nme interrupt
you. What activities did you engage in there?

A.  There was, | believe, tw ganes that
he, you know, kind of invented a little bit,
Pol i sh bow ing and Polish soccer, where you
just kind of roll a ball of, you know, sports
t ape.

Q So did you play Polish bowing and
Pol i sh soccer?

A.  Yes, sir.

Q Ckay. Was it just you and M.
Sandusky or was there soneone el se invol ved?

A | believe it was just ne and M.

Sandusky.
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Q Ckay. Was anyone el se around the area
that you were right then, that you recall?

A.  There was no one in the building that
| remenber seeing.

Q Ckay. Wat kind of a roomwas it?
What kind of equipnent, if any, was in there?
It was just a room or what do you renenber?

A. | renenber playing those ganmes in the
hal | ways right next to the roons. There was
ki nd of sone open space where we would do that.

Q Okay. And did you do anything after
t hat ?

A. After the bowing, the soccer, then |
believe we westled a little bit on the carpet.
He was showing ne howto -- howto pin. He
woul d, you know, pin nme and say this is how you
pin, and we were just kind of rolling, doing a
few westling noves. He was just show ng ne
SOMe noves.

Q D d anything about that bother you?

A. | felt unconfortable with it, but it
was Jerry Sandusky, so | didn't want to make
hi m nmad.

Q You hadn't been hurt or anything, had

you?
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A, Wat's that?

Q Had he hurt you? had you been hurt?

A. No, no, he didn't hurt ne. It was
just a little -- slightly unconfortable,
because | didn't really know himand it was
just cl ose.

Q Ckay. After this westling stuff, did
you work out on any equi pnent, or what did you
do next? What's the next thing you recall
doi ng?

A. | believe he gave ne -- | think he
gave ne a pair of workout clothes, sone shorts
and maybe a shirt, and | just kind of renenber
thinking I kind of canme dressed for that, to
work out. And so I, you know, put them on and
they were a little larger. | renenber pulling
the drawstring all the way out to keep it up.
W went to the gym which was down the hall way.
He was introducing ne to sone of the machi nes,
t he equi pnent, kind of hel ping ne out, show ng
me howto do it. | don't believe we ventured
too far fromthe entrance, and it only took
maybe 15 or 20 m nutes.

Q Had you ever worked out on gym

equi pnent at that point in your life, when you
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were 117
A.  Maybe once.
Q Okay. Didyougive it atry that day?
A | gave it a try that day.

Q Okay. And howlong did that last, if
you renenber ?

A.  About 15, 20 m nutes.

Q Do you know what the defendant was
doing while you were giving it atry onthis
equi pnent ?

A.  He was watching ne do it. He was kind
of helping nme, | think, wth the nechanics.

Q Okay. Can you tell the |adies and
gentl emen of the jury what happened next, if
anyt hing, after you finished trying to do your
littl e workout?

A. | renmenber himsaying, "Ckay. Now
it's tine to shower, to rinse off," and ny
| mredi at e t hought was, "I'm not even sweating
yet." It was only 15 or 20 m nutes, but |
didn't want to be awkward to himabout it, so
said, politely, "Ckay," and we |eft the gym
area. He let nme un-change in one of the | ocker
rooms. | think it was the coaches'. He went

in a different roomand | started to really get
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unconfortable as |'mtaking ny clothes off,
because | had -- no one, you know, besides ny
parents, you know, have ever, you know, seen ne
| i ke that, without clothes on. So | put -- you
know, put a -- | think | put a towel around ne,
wal ked towards the shower. He was already in
there, waiting, with his shower going. |
believe it was strai ght ahead, maybe off to the
right a little bit. And he had a shower right
next to himgoing, and | imedi ately wal ked in
and went to the left and turned in -- turned on
a shower across the room

Q Wy did you do that?

A. Because | didn't want to be right next
to himin the shower and it just felt really
awkwar d.

Q Ckay. So what happened then?

A.  Once | turned on the shower across
fromhim on the other side of the wall, he
said, "Wy don't you cone over to the shower?"
next to him because he had already warned it
up for ne. So | said okay. | really didn't
want to. That even nmade it a little bit nore
hard, and | went over and he nade a | ot of

j okes to, you know, nake nme |laugh, and it was
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just joking around a bunch and he started to

kind of tickle ne. | think he said he was the
tickle nonster. He started to tickle ne, |ike,
on ny -- underneath ny arns and on ny stonach

and chest area. And | believe at sone point

he, you know, grabbed ne from behi nd, gave ne a
bi g bear hug and, you know, kind of lifted ne
up and just said, "lI'mgoing to squeeze your

guts out,"” like in a playful manner and just,
you know, squeezed and nmade a growl i ng sound.

And | renmenber seeing his chest hair

right next to nmy face. I1'mlike, "This is just
-- thisisicky." | didn't want to -- so |
you know, tried to nake -- to get out of his

grasp, but all at the sane tinme trying to be in
a joking manner with himso I wouldn't make him
upset. Just nore of the tickling occurred,

made a bunch of jokes and just would -- you
know, just trying to tickle nme and lighten the
nood up. And then tinme to wash up. He -- so
was putting soap on ny body and he said, "Here.
Let nme help you with your back, where you can't
reach."” He took soap and, you know, | athered

it onto ny back and shoulders and all. And at

that point it just -- it was just -- it just
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woul d escal ate the unconfortabl eness of it, but
| was at the sanme tine just trying to not nake
himfeel mad that | was kind of feeling a bit
awkwar d about it.

Then he took ne, put his hands around
nmy wai st like this (denonstrating) and lifted
me up to the showerhead to get the soap out of
nmy hair, and | believe ny chest was to his
chest. | don't -- | can't renenber -- | don't
think it was touching, but | just renenber
going into the showerhead and having to cl ose
ny eyes so the soap wouldn't get in ny eyes.
And that's the last thing |I renenber about
being in the shower. It's just kind of black.

Q Ckay. |Is that the best specific
recol l ecti on you have today?

A. That's the best recollection |I've got
of that.

Q Ckay. Now, obviously, when you went

into the shower, were you naked?

A Yes.
Q Was the defendant naked?
A Yes.

Q Wen he picked you up from behind and

he gave you a bear hug and said he was going to
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squeeze your guts out, was he naked then?

A Yes.

Q Okay. And the sane thing when he held
you up to the showerhead, was he naked? Wre
you naked?

A. W were both naked.

Q And you said you felt unconfortable.
|s there anything el se about that that you
recall or is that just kind of the way -- what
you recall now, how you felt?

A. That is what | recall now, and |
remenber just trying not to | ook down, just
al ways keep -- try to keep ny eyes up.

Q So you can't say with any nore
specificity about what part of his body touched
what part of your body or anything else? This
Is just the best you can recoll ect today here?

A.  The best | could recollect, the
cl osest contact was that -- the bear hug.

Q Ckay. After the defendant put you

down after getting the hair out of your -- the
shanmpoo out of your hair -- did you feel better
t hen?

A. | don't even renenber being put down.

Q Ckay. At sone point do you renenber
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getting dressed or anything else after that?
You got home sonehow, didn't you?

A. | got hone sonehow and everything el se
I's just blackout. | just don't renenber it.

Q Ckay. Fine. Wen you got hone, do
you renenber what you said? D d you tell your
nmom when you wal ked i n about any of the
activities the defendant had directed towards
you during the shower first?

A, Wen | walked in, he didn't walk -- |
don't believe he wal ked ne to the door. |
wal ked into the roomand said just a few things
of what he showed ne about the players, and
then | said to ny nom "And by the way, if
you' re wondering why ny hair is wet, it's

because we took a shower," and then | took off.
Q Ckay. You told this to your nother?
A.  Yes, sir.
Q Ckay. And do you know what your
not her's response to that was?
MR. ROM NGER: (bj ection, hearsay.
MR, MCGETTI GAN: |'mtal ki ng about
what he observed and what was said directly to
him It's not offered for the truth, just that

it was said to him
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THE COURT: Then why is it relevant?
Sust ai ned.
BY MR MCGETTI GAN:

Q After you told your nother your hair
was wet because you took a shower with
sonebody, did you tell her who you took a
shower with?

A.  She knew who | took a shower wth.

Q D d she ask you any nore guestions and
did you tell her any nore about what happened
in the shower?

A.  She cane into nmy rooma few m nutes

| ater and asked nme about what | just said.
Q Ckay. And did you tell her?
A. | told her bits and pieces. | didn't

tell her exactly what happened.

Q Ckay. And did you talk to anyone el se
t hat day about what had happened in the shower?

A No.

Q GCkay. D d you talk to anybody el se on
subsequent days about what had happened in the
shower ?

A Yes, | did.

Q Ckay. And who was that?

A.  The police. | gave, like, three or
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four interviews around that tinme frane to
di fferent people.
Q Now, you didn't call the police, did
you?
No.

Ckay. Your nother called the police?

> O >

Yes.
Q Ckay. So you ended up talking to a

police officer. Anybody el se other than police

of ficers?
A.  There was a guy. | think his nane is
Seasock. | renmenber talking to himabout it,

but he had no idea what | was tal king about.
He seened nore interested in playing ganes with
me, nunber ganes, than taking down a --

Q Anybody el se you renenber tal king to?

A, No.

Q Ckay. And now, you had said that you
were unconfortable and the shower was kind of
i cky. But after you got hone and told your
not her your hair was wet, was it a big deal to
you or was it just over?

A It wasn't a big deal to ne. It was
just over. | just thought --

Q Ckay.
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A.  -- big deal out of it.

Q Wen you started talking to police,
did you feel |ike sonebody el se had done
sonet hi ng wong or you had done sonet hi ng
wr ong?

A | felt that | did something wong.

Q And if it hadn't been for the police,
woul d you even renenber today what happened in
t he shower, do you think?

A. | doubt it.

Q Ckay. But did you see the defendant
after that day at your honme or anypl ace el se?

A. | did see himat a baseball gane he
came to of mne and at the Penn State foot bal
ganes.

Q Ckay. D d he cone to your house ever
again that you recall when you were there?

A.  He may have canme once or twice to pick
me up for a gane and that was it. O herw se,
It was just one of his sons or soneone going to
t he ganes.

Q Now, after you went through this thing
where you talked to the police, were you mad at
t he defendant, Jerry Sandusky?

A, No.
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Q And did you see himagain after that?

A Yes.

Q Okay. Lots of tinmes?

A.  Lots of tines.

Q GCkay. D d you remain a big football
fan?

A. | remained a big football fan.

Q Today?

A.  Today.

Q And did you end up going to footbal
ganmes?

A.  Yes, sir.

Q How many did you go to, do you think?

A. | was probably going to nearly every
honme gane.

Q Ckay. How did you get to those ganes?

A. Soneone woul d pick ne up just outside
of the -- just a small handful of tinmes that he
did -- and then soneone el se woul d pick nme up,
take nme to his house, where the other kids
wer e.

Q | rmean, after that the defendant woul d
actual ly pick you up and take you to ganmes?

A. Once or twice | renenber him stopping

by after that.
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Q And did you get tickets to the ganes

fromthe def endant?

A Yes.

Q That year?

A Yes.

Q The next year?

A Yes.

Q Three years after?

A Yes.

Q And what did your nomthink of that?
A. She -- we differed on it, because |

just thought she was trying to get himin
trouble and | becane very defensive and woul d
always talk light of him you know, "Jerry is
getting ne tickets again.” And she just always
kept her nmouth shut and | could al ways tell

that we just knew that we were on different
pages.

Q Ckay. And were you at the defendant's
home after the tine that you took a shower with
hi n®?

A Yes.

Q Ckay. Were you ever alone with the
def endant after the day you took a shower with
hi n?
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A.  Oher than to pick up tickets when |
was ol der at his house, when he wouldn't go to
ganes, that would be just about it.

Q Gkay. And you never took a shower
wi th hi magain?

A.  Never took a shower w th himagain.

Q Ckay. M. Konstas, you're a fairly
big fellow now. Wre you as big then? Wre
you a big kid then or a little kid?

A. | was a very small kid then

Q Ckay. And as | said, after you got
over feeling icky and unconfortabl e that day,
were you really scared on the way hone or
anything like that, that you renenber?

A, No.

MR MCCGETTI GAN:  Your Honor, | have
nothing further of the wiwtness at this tine.
Thank you.

THE COURT: Any cross?

CROSS- EXAM NATI ON
BY MR AMENDOLA:

Q M. Konstas, ny nanme is Joe Anendol a.
| represent M. Sandusky. |'mgoing to ask you
sone questions. |If you don't understand what

' m asking, et ne know, okay? and I'll ask it
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a different way.

A.  (Noddi ng head up and down.)

Q How old were you when you first net
M . Sandusky, about?

A. | believe | was 11.

Q Now, were you involved in The Second
Ml e sumrer canps?

A.  The Second M| e what?

Q Summer canps?

A No.

Q Howdid you neet M. Sandusky?

A. At the picnic at Spring Creek Park.

Q I'msorry, what?
A. At the picnic at Spring Creek Park.

Q And how long afterwards did you start
having activities with M. Sandusky?

A | think it was just maybe three, four
weeks, maybe a nont h.

Q And do you recall the first thing that
you did wth himone-on-one?

A. I'malnost positive that it was to
wor k out .

Q Ckay. And that was the tine you got
t he shower?

A. Yes, sir.
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Q Now, you indicated today that you guys
wor ked out. Were you sweaty after you worked
out ?

A No.

Q How did the shower situation cone up?

AL Heinitiated it. He asked. "Nowit's
time to take a shower.™

Q Wat tine of the day was it, if you
recall? Was it afternoon, norning, evening?

A. | don't renenber the tinme of day.

Q Not even a ball park?

A. If | had to guess, md-afternoon.

Q Ckay. Now, in the shower, did M.
Sandusky ever touch any of your private sexual
areas?

A. Not that | can recall specifically
ot her than the bear hug when, you know, we --

Q Wll, the bear hug. But, | nean, when
he bear-hugged you, how did he do that?

A. M back was into his chest, stonmach,
because | renmenber ny head being right next to
his chest hair and it was grossing nme out.

Q GCay. Ddn't you think at the tine
that he did that kind of in a joking way?

A.  Yeah, | believe | said that.
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Q Andisn't it true that he was kind of
j oki ng around and playing around in the shower?

A Yes, it was like a kind of a cat-and-
nouse type of thing before he put the soap on
me.

Q And he wasn't groping your private
areas, was he?

A, No.

Q And he wasn't asking you to grope his
private areas, was he?

A No.

Q D d he have an erection?

A | tried ny very best not to | ook down.

Q Ckay. So is your answer you don't
know i f he had an erection?

A. | do not know if he had an erection.

Q Do you renenber being interviewed back
in 1998 by an officer about this?

A Yes.

Q Do you renenber who that officer was?

A. | believe it was Oficer Schreffler.

Q Now, after you got out of the shower,
who dried you off?

A. Like |l said, | can't renmenber anything

after he lifted me up to the showerhead.
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Q Wen you got home, what occurred with
your nom and why did she get suspicious about
what had happened?

A It was a brief exchange when | got
into the doorway. She was sitting on the
couch, to ny recollection. | just gave her a
bri ef statenent about the players' equipnent |
tried on and then | said, "And if you're
wondering why ny hair is wet, it's because we
took a shower,"” and | took off.

Q And | want to go back to the shower
situation in terns of you getting dried off.
Do you recall testifying before the grand jury

in this matter on June 17, 20117

A. | renmenber being at the grand jury,
yes.

Q And do you recall being asked by one
of the Attorney Ceneral staff how about -- with

drying you off, and this goes back to the
shower situation, after you got off -- after
you got out of the shower. Do you recall
soneone asking you, "Can you tell us about
being dried off?"
A. | don't recall
MR. AMENDOLA: And this is on page 20,
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M. MGettigan, starting with |ine 22.
BY MR AMENDOLA:

Q The question was asked, "How about
with drying you off?" And the answer,
according to the transcript, "I don't renenber
how t hat happened. | think we just went our
separate roonms -- to our separate roons -- and
| dried nyself off." 1 don't renenber
specifically. Do you recall that question and
answer ?

A.  Very vaguel y.

Q And then, to be fair to you, the next
guestion was, "Ckay. So with regard to the
towel and drying you off, that you're not sure
of , but you believe that he nay have | athered
you up with soap?" And your answer was Yyes.

A |'"'msorry. Can you say that one nore
time?

Q Yes. The next question was, "Ckay.

Q D d you think anything unusual
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happened that day when you | eft the shower?

A To nme, no. It was just an awkward - -

Q Had you ever heard good touch, bad
touch in school and from people trying to tell
you the difference between sonething that's
good and bad?

A. | can't say either way.

Q But you didn't think anything happened
that was inappropriate at that tinme, correct?

A.  Not to ny know edge.

Q Now, when you got hone, your nother
becane concerned; is that a fair statenent?

A. M not her becane upset.

Q And that -- she's the one who
contacted Children and Youth Services or the
pol i ce?

A.  Yes, sir.

Q Is it true that you didn't want to see
M. Sandusky get into trouble? You were
concerned about himgetting into troubl e?

A.  Yeah, | didn't want to get himinto

t roubl e.
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Q Wiy was that?

A. Because | still wanted to hang out
with himand go to the ganmes, and he told ne
about he had a -- this was back in '98. So he
told nme that he had a conputer and that he
could -- he would invite nme over and | could
sit on his |lap and we could get on the conputer
together, and | wanted to do that.

Q So you still wanted to have kind of a
father-son type relationship with hin?

A.  Friends.

Q Ddn't you ever think of himas a
father figure?

A " m not sure.

Q Ckay. After the investigation
occurred, after you spoke with the police, did
anyt hi ng bad happen to M. Sandusky?

MR, MCGETTI GAN:  (bj ecti on.

MR. AMENDOLA: Were any charges filed?
"1l ask --

THE COURT: Wit a second.

MR. MCGETTI GAN:  (bjection. The
guestion was did anything bad happen to M.
Sandusky, and | just don't know that --

MR AMENDOLA: I'll ask it a different
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way, Your Honor.
THE COURT: Ckay.
BY MR AMENDOLA:

Q To your know edge, after the police
and Children and Youth Services investigated
the situation with you and M. Sandusky in the
shower, to your know edge, was he arrested or
charged with anythi ng regardi ng that?

A.  Not to ny know edge.

Q And you continued to have contact wth

Q In fact, after that investigation was
conpl eted, do you recall a tinme when you and
your nmom wer e standi ng outside Danon's on
Col | ege Avenue waiting for M. Sandusky's car
to pass to kind of get himto stop so you could
go to the football game wth hinf

A. | do not recall that.

Q You don't recall that?

A, No.

Q But you did go to many football ganes
with himafter that, didn't you?
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A Yes, | did.

Q And you stayed in regular contact with
him didn't you?

A Yes, | did.

Q And, in fact, there was one point when

you went on a mssion trip, | believe, to
Mexi co?

A, Unh-huh,

Q How old were you then?

A How ol d was | ?

Q  About.

A Maybe 23.

Q So much later, long after this
I nci dent occurred?

A.  (Noddi ng head up and down.)

Q And didn't you ask M. and Ms.
Sandusky to give you noney to hel p support your
trip to Mexico?

A. W got mssion letters fromour school
and | gave himone of them

Q D d they give you noney?

A.  Yep, gave nme a small donati on.

Q And when you would conme hone after you
| eft State College, wouldn't you regularly go
see M. Sandusky at his home with Ms. Sandusky
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t here?

A.  Ms. Sandusky was there. W would
attenpt to nmake a breakfast or sonething |ike
t hat .

Q Wll, | understand, and that's what
|'"'magetting at. In other words, you'd go over
and visit the Sanduskys, M. and Ms. Sandusky.
Ms. Sandusky woul d usually cook?

A Yep.

Q And when you would go to the football
ganes, wouldn't you go over to M. and Ms.
Sandusky's house to get the tickets?

A Yep.

Q And wouldn't they have food, |ike
alnost like a tailgate-type thing at the house.
| know they didn't do that at the stadi um
anynore after he retired, but didn't they have
food there and stuff and you woul d eat?

A. That's correct.

Q And then go to the gane?

A Yep.

Q D dyou usually go to the ganme with
t hent?

A.  Yes, there was a group of us that

woul d.
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Q A group?
A.  Yeah.
Q Now, was Dustin Struble a friend of

your s?
A.  Yes, he is.
Q And is he still a friend of yours?

A.  Yes, he is.

Q Have you and Dustin tal ked about this
situation prior to comng to court today?

A. W had not discussed what happened to
us at all. | didn't even know he was part of
t his.

Q You and Dustin never discussed it?

A Never .

Q D dyou discuss it wth any of the
ot her kids who turned out to be accusers in
this case, if you know?

A.  To ny know edge, no, and | don't think
he woul d have. He was -- he didn't even want
to do this.

Q Do you understand in this proceedi ng
this is a crimnal case, that the Attorney
General's Ofice represents the wi tnesses and
all eged victinms and conpl ai ni ng wi t nesses? Do

you understand that process?
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A.  (No response.)

Q | think you have to say yes for the
record.

A.  Oh, yes, to an extent.

Q Do you have private counsel ? Have you
gotten private counsel involved in your case?

A.  Yes, recently |I've obtained counsel.

Q I'msorry. Wen did that happen?

A Are you tal king about a psychol ogi st ?

Q No, no, no, legal -- an attorney?

A Oh, an attorney, Yeah. |'ve got --

t hat happened sonetine after the Novenber
events, maybe Decenber, January. | think it
was January.

Q And to your know edge has Dustin
Struble had an attorney involved, a private
attorney?

MR, MCGETTI GAN: (bj ection, Your

Honor .
MR. AMENDOLA: |f he knows, Judge.
THE COURT: |f he knows.
THE WTNESS: | think he's got an
attorney.

BY MR AMENDOLA:

Q Now, have you paid your attorney any
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noney for the things he's done for you, your
private attorney?

A Zer o.

Q Have you signed any sort of agreenent
wth himin ternms of how he is to be paid?

A. | signed sonething to let him
represent ne. | don't know |l egal stuff, so |
don't remenber what was in that.

Q You're not aware of the facts or the
ci rcunst ances behi nd that agreenent?

A No.

Q How many tines have you seen this
private attorney, about?

A. Maybe tw ce, maybe once.

Q Is he in the building today?

A. | believe he is here.

Q Now, in addition to the mssion trip
that M. and Ms. Sandusky hel ped financially
support you on, when you would conme hone on
weekends to visit after you left State Col |l ege,
were there tinmes when you woul d borrow their
car?

A. He offered ne his car the one tine to
get around.

Q Ckay. And how |l ong ago was that?
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A | think that was this past summer.

Q Last summer ?

A. Last summer, yes.

Q Okay. Just so I'mclear about this,
for the record, what year?

A, 2011.

Q 2011. And when's the last tinme you
went to a football game with themor with their
tickets?

A.  That was the M chigan gane of 2010.

Q And when you canme honme and borrowed
their car, did you ask themif you could borrow
their car or did you say you didn't have
transportation and they just offered you to --

A. He offered.

Q And you used it for the weekend when
you were hone?

A, Wat's that?

Q You used it for the entire weekend?

A | used it for a day, for, | believe, a
Saturday, and | gave it back to himright after
church.

Q And is it also a fair statenent that
| ast sunmer, the summer of 2011, that you net

M. and Ms. Sandusky for lunch at a restaurant
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in State Coll ege?
That's correct.

And who el se was there with you?

> O >

There was a boy nanmed All en.

Q And he was anot her young man who M.
Sandusky had known al so, as far as you knew?

A Yes.

Q And would you say that that |uncheon
was very friendly?

A.  Yeah, it was very |ight conversati on,
just tal king, just catching up.

Q Dd M. Sandusky nention anyt hing
about the investigation which brings himto
court today?

A, No.

Q And after that did M. Sandusky call
you at sone point and ask you for infornmation
about how to contact Dustin?

A Yes.

Q And in that conversation -- do you
recall when that was, about?

A. Dol recall when that was? Sonetine,
I'"'mthinking, in the spring of 2011.

Q And when he called you about trying to

| ocate Dustin, did he nmention anything about
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this investigation?

A. No. His tone was nuch different than
how -- when you normally | eave a voi ce nessage
or when we talked. It was -- | just noticed a
di fference.

Q Wuld it be fair to say he sounded
concer ned?

A Yes.

Q And at that point had you heard
anyt hi ng about this investigation?

A.  Had | heard anything?

Q Yes.

A, Yes, | heard that it had resurfaced.

Q It had been in the papers. GCkay. And
so you had heard about it, correct?

A. Correct.

Q M. Sandusky called you | ooking for
Dustin's information and he sounded concer ned.
Is that a fair statenent?

A. That's a fair statenent.

Q But he didn't discuss with you
anyt hi ng about this investigation, did he?

A, No.

Q He didn't ask you, if the police call,

don't talk to themor don't tell them anything?
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A.  No, sir.

Q Wuld you periodically send M.
Sandusky nessages on hol i days wi shing himwell
and on days |ike Father's Day?

A Yes, | did that to many people.

Q If you recall, did you send M.
Sandusky a Thanksgi ving Day note for
Thanksgi vi ng 20097?

A.  That's very possible.

Q And do you recall saying in that text,
"Happy Thanksgiving. |'mglad God has pl aced
you in ny life. You are an awesone friend.
Love you"?

A.  That was -- yes -- that was what |

call a corporate text.

Q Yes.

A. | just kind of go through ny phone
book and --

Q Yes.

-- reply that to everybody.
But that was the text you --
That - -

-- sent?

Yeabh. | sent -- | --

o > O > O >

"I"'mglad God has placed you in ny
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life. You are an awesone friend. Love you.

From Zach." That's what you sai d?

A If that's what -- can | see that?
Q On, yes.
MR. AMENDOLA: If | may approach, Your
Honor ?
THE COURT: (Nodding head up and
down.)

MR MCCGETTI GAN: M. Anendol a?

(Wher eupon, a discussion was held
between M. Anendola and M. MGettigan off the
record.)

MR. AMENDOLA: And nmaybe | ought to
mark this as Defense Exhibit No. 2 just so we
don't lose track of it.

BY MR AMENDOLA:

Q Now, M. Konstas, |I'"'mgoing to show
you what's been marked as Defense Exhibit No.
2, and can you tell nme if you recogni ze that
docunent ?

A.  Yes, that's certainly -- certainly one
of the ones | would have sent out.

Q And so what |'ve just read to you is
what -- accurately depicts what you said in a

text to M. Sandusky on Thanksgi vi ng 2009?
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A.  "Happy Thanksgiving, bro. 1'mglad
God has placed you in ny life. You're an
awesone friend. Love you." Yes.

Q And then I"'mgoing to refer you to
another time, and this would be on Father's
Day, and | believe it appears to be the sane
year. Can you look at this and tell nme if you

recogni ze this text?

A Yes.

Q And can you read that to the jury --

A Sure.

Q -- fromFather's Day 2009?

A, "Hey, Jerry, just wanted to wi sh you a

happy Father's Day. G eat things are yet to
cone. "

Q Wat happened between Father's Day and
Thanksgi vi ng 2009 and today that now rmakes you
come to court and say that what you think
happened to you and M. Sandusky in that shower
back in 1998 was so bad?

MR, MCGETTI GAN: (bj ection, Your
Honor, | don't believe -- it msstates the
W tness' testinony. He never said he thought
It was so bad or that it was so bad. He just

testified to what happened. That's a
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m scharacteri zation.

MR. AMENDOLA: He said it was
| nappropriate, Your Honor.

THE COURT: Are you alleging that
there was a crine commtted or that there
wasn't a crinme?

MR MCGETTIGAN: It's not a question
of what I'malleging. It's a question of what
the w tness has said and counsel's
characterization of what he said.

THE COURT: Overrul ed.

MR, MCGETTI GAN: Thank you, Your
Honor .

BY MR AMENDOLA:

Q Wat happened between those texts in
2009, M. Konstas, and today?

A. \What happened was, when | was
contacted in January of 2011, the state police
of ficer contacted ne that this resurfaced, and
| told himl would cooperate with it. And he
said that he wanted ne to think about what
happened in '98 again. And as | started to
think about it, as | started to go over it in
my mind, | quickly realized ny perceptions

changed, thinking about it as an adult as
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opposed to as an l1ll-year-old, that that was
| nappropri ate, what had happened to ne.

Q But apparently your perception hadn't
changed in 2009 on Father's Day or Thanksgi vi ng
when you sent those texts?

A.  Yeah.

How ol d were you in 20097
Twent y-two, 23.

Q
A
Q Certainly an adult, correct?
A Yeabh.

Q You had been to college, correct?

A Yeah. | hadn't thought about the
shower incident. That was put out.

Q Wen you talked with the police in
this case, did the police tell you that there
were ot her kids that M. Sandusky had abused?

A. They nmde nention, but they wouldn't
gi ve any detail s.

Q And did your change in perception have
anything to do with hiring private counsel,
signing sone agreenent, the contents of which
you' re not sure about, and perhaps | ooking for
sone financial gain?

A.  Can you repeat the first part?

Q Yes. D dthe change in your attitude,
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your perception about what happened in that
shower back in 1998, have anything to do with
hiring an attorney, a civil attorney, and

t hi nki ng that there m ght be sone financi al

gain for you in this matter?

A. Zer o.
Q Zero?
A. Zer o.

Q It just has to do with the change in
your perception?

A.  Just the change in my perception.

Q After you were 22 years old and sent
those texts in 2009 to M. Sandusky telling him
what a great guy he was, he was awesone --

A.  (Noddi ng head up and down.)

Q -- and thank God -- thank God, God put
himin your life -- you're telling us after you
sent those nessages your perception changed?

A.  January of 2011.

MR. AMENDOLA: Thank you. That's al
| have.
MR. MCGETTIGAN. Briefly on redirect.
REDI RECT EXAM NATI ON
BY MR MCGETTI GAN
Q After you got done, when you were 11
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years old, talking to the police and M.
Seasock and a few other people, did you spend a
| ot of time thinking about the tinme you took a
shower with Jerry Sandusky?

A No.

Q Ckay. D d you go |Iooking for sonebody
to tell that you took a shower with Jerry
Sandusky?

A, No.

Q Ckay. D d you even think about it
bet ween 1998 and 2008, '9, '10, '11, anything
i ke that?

A. | had noved on fromit. No, | didn't
t hi nk about it.

Q Ws it a big deal when you were 117

A.  No, just the fact that | was
i nterviewed by a | ot of cops.

Q Okay. And | think M. Anmendola --

THE COURT: |'msorry. Wlat was that?
MR, MCGETTIGAN:  Interviewed by a | ot
of cops, | think. Ws that --
THE W TNESS:  Yes.
BY MR MCGETTI GAN
Q And | believe M. Anendol a said now

all of a sudden you think it's such a bad
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thing. Well, do you think it's inappropriate
for a mddle-aged man to shower and pick up and
hug and --
MR. ROM NGER: (bj ection, Your Honor.
THE COURT: Sust ai ned.
BY MR MCGETTI GAN

Q Ckay. Were you nad at Jerry Sandusky
from 1998 to 2009, 2010, 20117

A. Not up until January of 2011.

Q Are you really even nmad now?

A. | feel violated. |[|'ve gone through a
| ot of enotional roller coasters since then.

Q Ckay. Has anybody ever asked you to
say anything in particular about what happened
back in 19987

A. No one has asked nme to change ny story
at all.

Q Has anybody said say sonethi ng worse
or say sonething nore or say anything different
ot her than the truth?

No, not once.

Ckay. And did you speak with ne?

> O >

Yes.
Q Dd1Il ever tell you to say anything

different?
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A.  You' ve always said to tell the truth.
Q Dd Il ever tell you to renenber

anything that didn't happen?

A.  No.
Q O forget anything that did happen?
A.  No.

Q Dd1Il ever tell you to say M.
Sandusky was a bad guy, a good guy, or any kind
of guy, or just tell the jury what he did and
what you di d?
A.  That's exact -- right.
MR. MCGETTI GAN:  Thank you. | have
not hi ng further, Your Honor.
MR. AMENDOLA: Not hi ng.

Q And M. Schreffler, how are you
enpl oyed presently?

A. The Departnent of Honel and Security.

Q And in a lawenforcenent capacity?

A. | teach explosive classes.

Q Okay. Can you tell the |adies and
gentl enmen of the jury how you were enpl oyed
back in 19987

A. | was enployed by Penn State Police as
a crimnal investigator.

Q And when did your career at the Penn

State Police Departnment begin and end, if you
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could tell us?

A 1972 to 2006.

Q So that was your enploynent in 1998?

A.  Yes, sir.

Q Specifically in May of that year?

A Yes, sir.

Q Were you a detective, crim nal
I nvestigator, sonething |like that?

A Yes, sir.

Q Okay. And I'd like to ask you if,
back in the early part of May of that year, you
had occasion to have a conversation with a
woman by the nanme of Deb M:Cord?

A Yes, sir.

Q Ckay. Your first contact with her,
was that tel ephonic or in person, if you
recal | ?

A.  Tel ephone.

Q Ckay. And what did Ms. McCord tell
you?

A. She had a concern with her son, that
her son had been in a shower with a staff
menber from Penn State.

Q Ckay. And did you call her or did she

call you?

A. He stated that he had net Jerry
Sandusky t hrough The Second M| e program and
that M. Sandusky had contacted hi mabout going
to the gymat Penn State University, and that
on one of the occasions that they were at the

| ocker roomthere was an occasi on where they
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were in the shower and that M. Sandusky was in
the shower with him that there was -- well,

t here was shanmpoo in his hair and M. Sandusky
held himup in the shower and washed the
shanpoo out of his hair.

Q GCay. D d he tell you about any other
-- anything el se about the physical contact, if
any, that occurred between M. Sandusky and
Zach?

A.  That they westled in the shower; that
M. Sandusky canme up behind him put himin a
bear hug, nmade the comment that he was going to
squeeze his guts out.

Q Was there any other specific details
about -- that Zachary related to you about the
contact between hinself and M. Sandusky, or
was that pretty nuch the extent of it?

A. O her than M. Sandusky picking himup
in the shower, that was about it.

Q And do you renenber -- you spoke with
Zach directly that day?

A Yes, sir.

Q Ckay. Was his nother present or do
you recall ?

A.  His nother was present, because |
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needed her permi ssion to tape the interview

Q Ckay. And did Zachary appear
particularly agitated when you spoke with hinf
He was very | aid back.
Ckay. During the whole tinme?

> o >

Yes.

Q Ckay. Was Ms. McCord, his nother --
was she agitated?

A Yes.

Q Ckay. And after you conpleted that
I nterview, did you take any other action in
regard to this particular inquiry? D d you
decide to make an inquiry?

A, Yes, sir, | did.

Q Ckay. And what was the next thing
that you did at that point?

A. | found out during the interviewthat
t here was anot her individual that had been in
the shower with M. Sandusky. It was a friend
of Zach's. | also contacted Centre County
Chi l dren and Youth Servi ces.

Q Ckay. Wen you say another individua
I n the shower, you don't nmean at the sane tine?

A No, sir, at a different tine.

Q GCkay. And now, at some point did you
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go to Ms. MCord's hone, that is, where Zach
lived with his nother?

A.  Yes, sir.

Q Ckay. And did you direct her to take
any action in regard to this defendant, Jerry
Sandusky, at that tine?

A, Yes, sir, | did.

Q Wat did you tell her?

A. Basically, in consultation wth the
District Attorney's Ofice, it was decided that
Ms. MCord would contact M. Sandusky and
attenpt to solicit conversation about her son
being in the shower with him

Q And did she do so tel ephonically?

A, Actually, we set it up where Ms.
McCord actually contacted himand had Sandusky
come to their residence.

Q Okay. And how long after the shower
that the defendant (sic) took with M. Sandusky
was it that you had this conversation wwth Ms.
McCor d?

A It was within a day or so.

Q Ckay. How long after that was the
time that M. Sandusky was supposed to cone to

her honme, if you recall?
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A.  There was a phone conversation back
and forth, and then it was decided that M.
Sandusky woul d conme over with his understanding
that he was going to be picking Zach up.

Q Okay. So that's the nethod by which
Ms. MCord got M. Sandusky to conme to the
hone?

A. That's correct.

Q Ckay. Were you present when the
def endant canme to the hone?

A Yes, sir, | was.

Q Were were you and can you tell us
what happened?

A.  Yes. There was nyself and
| nvestigator Ral ph Ralston from State Col | ege
Police. He was hiding in the restroomarea. |
was in the bedroomarea in an attenpt to
over hear the conversation that was goi ng on
bet ween the nother and M. Sandusky.

Q Ckay. And did the defendant,
Sandusky, cone to the hone?

A Yes, sir.

Q And did he engage in conversation with
Ms. MCord?

A Yes.
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Q GCay. D d you hear it?

A.  Yes, sir.

Q Okay. Can you tell the |adies and
gent | enen what was said between Ms. MCord and
M. Sandusky when he cane there that day?

A.  Wthout going in detail wth ny
report, there was basically -- Ms. MCord
expressed sone concern about her son com ng
back, that she questioned hi mabout his hair
bei ng wet. She said about himbeing in the
shower naked with her son, that she didn't
think that was right; that Zachary was havi ng
sonme difficulty sleeping. He just hadn't been
-- her remark was that he just hadn't been the
sane. M. Sandusky went on to say, "Do you
want me to talk to Zach?" sonething to the
effect that he was very upbeat the |last tine |
saw him He asked several tines if he wanted
the nother to have himtalk to Zach.

Q Ckay. And what did Ms. MCord reply?

A.  No, that she didn't think it was
appropriate at that tine.

Q GCay. D d they have any further
conversation at that tinme?

A At that tine, no, there was not.
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Q Ckay. And did you do anything right
then? | nean, did you just listen to the
conversation or did you intervene or becone
I nvol ved?

A No, | -- after we were done there
talking to Ms. MCord, contacted the DA's
of fice, gave them an update of what was going
on, and there was a subsequent plan to make
anot her phone call to M. Sandusky with the
I ntent of having himconme back to the house to
solicit nore conversation.

Q GOkay. And why were you in contact
with the District Attorney's Ofice at that
poi nt ?

A. | contacted themearly on in the
I nvestigation because of the allegations and
the fact that Karen Arnold was the Assistant
District Attorney that was handling child-
rel ated cases, so | wanted to get themon board
ri ght away.

Q GCay. And | want to go -- just take a
step back a little bit. You interviewd Zach,
and to your know edge did anyone el se interview
Zach at or around the tine that you intervi ewed
hi n?
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A.  He was interviewed by Al ycia Chanbers
and he was al so interviewed by John Seasock.

Q Ckay. And who were those persons?
Are they crimnal investigators or sonething
el se?

A.  Alycia Chanbers is a psychol ogist, a
psychol ogi st that Zach had been seeing, and
John Seasock was a counsel or that was enpl oyed
or contracted by Centre County Children and
Yout h Servi ces.

Q Wis it your idea to have Zach
I nterviewed by either or both of those people?

A. W were totally against it. The
District Attorney did not want it. The police
did not want it.

Q \Whose idea was it?

A.  Children and Youth Services and the
State Departnent of Welfare.

Q Children and Youth Services from what
county?

A.  Centre County.

Q Ckay. So noving forward again, after
this first conversation that had been arranged
at the honme of Ms. MCord, did you direct her

to take any other action or ask her to take any
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other action in regard to --

A. | asked her to nake anot her phone
cal | .

Q Gkay. To whon?

A. M. Sandusky.

Q Ckay. And did she do that?

A Yes, sir.

Q Ckay. Were you present when she did
that or did you just tell her what to do?

A. | just told her to do it.

Q Ckay. As aresult of that, were any
further arrangenents made, if you know?

A.  Yes, there was a subsequent neeting
schedul ed at their residence.

Q Gkay. And what plan, if any, did you
have to involve yourself in this neeting?

A. Basically, giving her an outline or we
went over the type of questions or how to
engage himin conversation.

Q And did the defendant cone to the
hone?

A.  Yes, he did.

Q Wre you there when he cane?

A Yes, sir.

Q Ckay. Can you tell |adies and
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gentl emen of the jury as best you can recoll ect
what happened, where you were, where all the
parties were, and what happened when he cane?

A.  Again, at that tinme we were hiding in
various locations in the residence. M.
Sandusky showed up again with the assunption
that he was going to be picking Zach up. There
was conversation agai n between the not her where
she said that Zach has really been acting

weird. During the course of the conversation,

M. Sandusky nmade the statenent, "I w sh |
could ask for forgiveness. | know | wll not
get it fromyou. | wish | were dead."

Q Ckay. And you heard himsay this?
A, Yes, sir, | did.
Q And were you able to tell anything
fromhis tone or manner of speech? Did that
make any inpression on you at all?
A | noted in ny report he was very
upbeat when he cane in, and after the nother
confronted him --
MR. ROM NGER:  Your Honor, | have an

open objection, if we can approach the bench.
THE COURT: Wiat is your objection?
MR. FINA: | believe the corpus
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delicti issue.

THE COURT: Overrul ed.

MR, MCGETTI GAN:  May the w tness
conti nue, Your Honor?

Again, he was very upbeat when
he cane in. |In fact, after the nother advised
himthat she didn't think it was a good idea
that Zach would go with her, M. Sandusky stood
at the door continually tal king while she was
attenpting to have him|l eave, so there was
somewhat of an extended conversati on.

Q Cay. And can you tell nme -- | want
to make sure | have this right. The defendant
said -- can you repeat what the defendant said?

| want to nmake sure --
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A, Fromny nenory, wthout |ooking at ny

report, he made -- sonething to the effect, "I
woul d ask forgiveness. | know | w Il not get
it fromyou. | wsh | were dead."

Q GCkay. And at that tinme did this
expressi on of what seened to be renprse cause
you to believe the defendant was sorry for an
| nadvertent action or cause you to be nore
suspi cious that there was nore that Zachary
hadn't told you that the defendant had done?

A | felt there was nore that Zachary
hadn't told ne.

Q Ckay. Now, after that, were you ever
at the McCord household where Zach Iived, and
did the defendant ever cone there again in your
direction or to your know edge?

A. No, sir, not that |I'maware of.

Q Ckay. D d you have further
consultations at that point with Ms. Arnold,
M. Gicar, or anybody el se?

A.  Yes, | had talked to Karen Arnold, I
woul d say, probably at |east two or three
occasions and M. Gicar at |east two
occasi ons.

Q And the charges were not | odged at
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t hat point?
A.  That's correct.
Q O at any point, actually?
A. That's correct.

Q Okay. D dyou determne to take at
this point any additional action in regard to
this investigation that would include the
def endant in your presence?

A, Yes, sir, | did.

Q Ckay. Tell the | adies and gentlenen
of the jury about that, please.

A | contacted M. Sandusky at that tine
-- a fewdays later. | think it was on June
1st, along with Jerry Lauro fromthe State
Departnent of Wl fare, and we went and
I nterviewed M. Sandusky.

Q Now, M. Lauro, what was his role with
the State Departnent of Welfare?

A.  He was the programrepresentative. He
Is the gentleman that, when | first contacted
Centre County Children and Youth Services, they
contacted the State Departnment of Wl fare,
stating that the State Departnment of Wl fare
was goi ng to take over the investigation, and

then it went back to the county. There was
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sonme confusion there.
Q Do you know why DPW -- Departnent of
Public Welfare -- why they were involved as

opposed to Centre County?

He
said not. He was concerned about the effect it
woul d have on Zach as far as if he did anything
to upset Zach. The interview as far as ny
guesti oni ng probably was about 15 m nutes. |
did say to him "I would tell you not to shower
w th young boys again," and he stated sonething
to the effect he did think maybe it was

| nappropriate, that he wouldn't do it again.

And you had said that the
def endant advi sed you that he had showered with
ot her boys?

Q GCay. D d you make any further
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inquiry on that in ternms of nunber, ages, or
activities?

A. No, sir, | did not.

Q Ckay. And did the defendant vol unteer
any of that information, |ike how many young
boys he showered with or what type of
activities he'd engaged in?

A.  No, sir.

Q He just said he showered with boys in
t he past?

A. That's correct.

Q Ckay. And did you advise himthat he
shouldn't do this?

A, Yes, sir, | did.

Q GCay. D d he appear to understand
what you were sayi ng?

A Yes, sir.

Q Ckay. D d he respond when you said
don't do this again or you shouldn't do this

agai n? Wat did he say?

A. | think he stated sonething to the
effect that he -- he used the term bad
j udgnent .

Q M. MIller then asked on page 19, "D d
he ever touch you on your private parts?'

Q Okay. Dottie being his wfe?

A. Dottie being his wfe, yes.

Q Ckay. D d you ever sleep upstairs or
did you al ways sl eep downstairs?

A. | always slept downstairs. Well, |
sl ept upstairs once whenever, | think, Matt was

home or sonething |like that, Matt, his son.
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Q Ckay. \Were downstairs did you sl eep?

A In aroomoff to the right, like you
go downstairs and to the left there's, I|ike,
pool tables and shuffleboard and stuff Iike
that, and then off to the right or straight
ahead, one or the other, but there's a room and

it has a big waterbed, and that's where |

sl ept.
Q GCay. D dyou like that?
A Yes.

Q Ckay. Now, when you were at honme with
your nom did you have nmuch going on in life?

General's Ofice.

Q And how | ong have you been so
enpl oyed?

A.  Approximately 12 years.

Q And before you were an agent with the
Ofice of Attorney Ceneral, what was your
enpl oynent ?

A. | was enployed with the Gty of
Al toona Police Departnment for 20 years, the
| ast 13 as a detective.

Q Ckay. And can you give us a brief
recitation of the type of cases and work you
did when you were an Altoona police officer?

A Well, the first seven years, when |
was patrol, whatever radio call | got we
responded to, anything froma broken w ndow to
a homcide.

A.  Yes, | have, nunerous ones.

Q And various fornms of conpl ex
| nvestigations?

A.  Yes, sir.

Q Now, before you were a cop, tell us
what your education was.

A.  Altoona Area Hi gh School graduate and
a 1975 graduate of the Penn State University.

Q D dthere cone atine in your
enpl oynent with the Ofice of Attorney CGeneral
that you were assigned to this matter?

A Yes.

Q Do you renenber exactly -- do you
remenber approxi mately when that was?

A, April, May of 2009, sonewhere in that
area. | think May.
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Q Ckay. And was this investigation
bei ng conducted just by the O fice of Attorney
General or was it being conducted jointly with
anot her | aw enforcenent agency?

Q Can you tell us how this case began,
what pronpted this investigation?

A.  The investigation was pronpted on or
about Decenber of 2008, | think Decenber 12th,
at which tinme Trooper Joe Cavanaugh of the
Pennsyl vania State Police Lamar Barracks, which
IS up near Lock Haven, participated in an
I nterview of Aaron Fisher in which allegations
were made of sexual contact with that man right
there (indicating) with the gray hair, Jerry
Sandusky.

Q Okay. And that's the sanme Aaron
Fi sher who testified here in court?

A, Yes, it is.

Q Did there cone a tinme after M. Fisher

first came forward that this natter canme to the
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Ofice of Attorney General? Was it a case that
we automatically were invol ved in?

A No, we didn't have primary
jurisdiction. The state police did. At |east
It was believed that they did initially. The
of fenses were | earned to have been commtted in
Col | ege Township here in Centre County, but the
state police nonethel ess kept the case.

Q And under a normal circunstance woul d
the Ofice of the District Attorney have
handl ed the sexual assault in Centre County?

A.  Yes, they would have.

Q But did sonething happen that resulted
init comng to the Ofice of Attorney General ?
A.  Yes, the District Attorney at that
time had a conflict of interest with the case,
so it was transferred to our office for

prosecuti on.

Q After it was transferred to our
office, did there cone a tinme when it was

placed in the grand jury?

A Yes.
Q Do you renenber approxinately when
t hat was?
A. | Dbelieve the subm ssion was the end
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of April, beginning of May, at or about the
time | was assigned to the case, but | don't
think we testified for the first time until

June of 2009.

Q So approximately six or eight nonths
| ater, after M. Fisher's initial allegations,
it went into the grand jury?

A Yes, it did.

Q Now, can you tell us, after it went
into the grand jury, whether or not a lead or a
di scovery led you and other investigators to
M. MQeary?

A.  Yes, there was sonething that broke
that led us to M. MQueary. Do you want ne to
expl ain that.

Q Yeah, can you describe that for us?

A.  An anonynous e-nail was sent to Centre
County District Attorney Stacy Parks Ml er.
She forwarded that to the trooper | was worKking
with at the tinme, Scott Rossnman, and he
forwarded it to ne. And essentially that e-
mai | indicated froman anonynous i ndi vi dual
that -- reference to the Sandusky investigation

Sandusky at certain points in tine.
Addi tionally, other doors were knocked upon to
try to find other victins that were in the
case. It was a daunting task to try to get
other victins to cone forward.

Q And why was that?

| ocker. So | don't knowif it's 100 feet by 50
feet. | could be wong on that, but it's very,
very big conpared to this | ocker room which is
basically a T. You wal k through the doubl e-
doors, then it expands right and | eft nmaybe 30
feet, maybe a little bit bigger than that, but
It's made for a much smaller group of people,
10 to 12 people.

they call it now, sort of a seating area up
towards the front. The kitchen is in the back,
and attached to the kitchen in the back is a
famly roomor a rec room basically a den or a
| ounge, sonething like that. In other words
there was a couch there, a TV, a firepl ace.
Of to your left also is a two-car garage.
Al so, when you enter -- there's a bat hroom down
there also -- and when you enter, the steps are
in front of you, alittle off to your left, and
you go upstairs. | believe there's four
bedr oons upstairs and | know at | east one bath,
maybe two. |'mnot real clear on that.
